Living By Faith

When tragedy, sorrow, temptation and failure strike, where do we turn? 
Victorious living, joy, peace, 
happiness, contentment, mountain-
top living do not come from a 
bottle, a smoke, a sniff, a platinum 
plastic card, a chrome BMW 
emblem, or the words Vice 
President, embossed on a 
business card. “The victory that overcomes the world is our faith.” 
  
  Faith is a personal choice. Each of us must make a choice. Will I 
believe in God or not? Jesus says, “He that wills to know God, will 
know God.” Have we determined to know God, determined to trust His 
promises, determined to obey His will? We must make a choice. 
  
  Faith by fellowship. If you want to grow oranges, you don’t move to 
the North Pole. If you want to learn the virtues of democracy and the 
free enterprise system, don’t enroll in the University of Leningrad! If 
you want to acquire and strengthen your faith, don’t spend time and 
have in-depth relationships with unbelievers, but with God and His 
people. “Evil communications corrupt good morals.” We need a place 
where we can say, “I believe, help my unbelief.” Faith is a fellowship. 
  
  Faith comes from two sources. “The Heavens declare the glory 
and presence of God and the firmament shows His power, His 
handiwork.” Who of us can observe the cosmos and not see the 
omnipotent fingerprint of God? “Faith comes from hearing and hearing 
by the word of God.” You see, nature declares the power and 
presence of God, while His Word reveals how we can have a 
salvational relationship with Him. Nature tells us He is, and the Word 
tells us what He demands of us. 
  
  Faith is strengthened by use. The more we trust and experience 
God at work in our lives, the stronger our faith. How many of us 
learned to ride a bicycle by reading a book? We got on, fell off, got on 
fell off. Faith is strengthened by use. It’s said that Khrushchev 
memorized the entire gospel of John, but he had no faith. He never 
used it. Faith is a walk. “I’ve ought the fight, finished the course, kept 
the faith.” Faith is not a parking place, but a road to be traveled, a life 
to live. Faith is living victoriously.
